• A violation of Principia's policies related to and including, but not
limited to, harassment, sexual harassment, sexual assault (https://
www.principiacollege.edu/fs/resource-manager/view/03e86e20-2be5-45f9-9b8f-
c04eab1fe250/), hazing, bullying and discrimination.
